The moon is
called a satellite of the earth, because it hangs on to it. The other planets
have also got their satellites. The sun and the planets with their satellites
form a happy family. This is called the Solar System. Solar means belonging
to the sun, and the sun being the father of all the planets, the whole group
is called the Solar System.
